Use a matchbox,
walnut or half an egg carton. Add a
small plastic doll or a dolly peg
wrapped in a blanket for the baby.

Collect reeds that grow by a river.

."Hide" a pipe cleaner Miriam behind

them.

Float a small container (e.g.
margarine container) with  baby
inside, in water. Use this to act
out the story.
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
